« When not in use, release the internal compressed air.

+ Do not disassemble or modify the product.

6. Height Adjustment Method
The height of this product can be adjusted using separately sold spacers.

Parts removal Installation of spacer
M6 CAP bolt+
M6 CAP bolt+ SW height adjustment collar

SW height adjustment collar

Width 14mm, Thickness 3mm

*Please provide air to float the roller before proceeding. Adjust height using spacers (thickness and number)
XTIt Is necessary to change the collar and bolt at the same time.
